	Main Page/ General (Main/ Package) -
When completing a main scheme application how would you answer the question ‘Existing continuation or New Scheme’ if this is the first Main Application, however you’ve previously had scheme development funding under the core grant.

	As you’ve not previously had Main Scheme Funding this would be classed as a new scheme.



	ATNM Ref (Main/Package) -

	When Entering ATNM numbers ensure they are exactly the same as those listed on DMW. This allows easier Mapping



	Impact Assessment (Main/ Package) -
Will it negatively impact my application if I answer ‘NO’ to the question: ‘Will the scheme support the Metro programme by facilitating integration between sustainable transport modes to support enhanced access to services and employment?’

	No this will not negatively impact the application. We fully appreciate this is not always possible in some areas of Wales. This is gathered for Information Purposes only.

The scoring criteria is detailed in ‘Active Travel Guidance 2024-2025 document (Annex 2)



	Infrastructure Quality (Main/Package) – 
“It’s difficult to give Current Condition Walking and Cycling scores for routes that are currently unsuitable for Active Travel”.

	The audits can be applied to all routes even where current conditions may be unsuitable for AT or there is no dedicated provision for active travel. In these situations, it is likely that the scores will be low.

	Deliverability Page (Main/Package) – 
Why do we need to undertake regulatory assessments including an EQIA if we need to confirm that schemes meet the Active Travel Criteria.

Relates to: Have you undertaken your Regulatory Impact Assessments including EQIA?

	There is a statutory requirement for all public bodies to carry out EQIAs for all schemes. This is not specific to Active Travel schemes or the Active Travel Fund programme.

As this is a statutory requirement, and active travel schemes can have significant impacts on a wide range of users, we ask for this information to ensure that evidence is provided as part of the application.
